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EXPLANATORY NOTES

SECTION I—Area & Population
(Tables 1.1 to 1.36)

The National Capital Territory of Delhi is covered by
Three local bodies i.e. Delhi Municipal Corporation, New Delhi
Municipal Council and Delhi Cantonment Board. The area of
Municipal Corporation has been divided into Rural and Urban
while the other two local bodies are entirely urban.

SECTION Il—State Income Estimates
(Table 2.1 to 2.8)

The Estimates of State Domestic Product of the National
Capital Territory of Delhi have been prepared on the basis of
available data. The per capita income has been derived on the
basis of projected results of the population Census 2011. The
State Income of Delhi by industry of Origin at Current prices &
Constant prices (2011-2012) is given in Table 2.3 & 2.4
respectively. Per Capita income of All India, certain States &
Union Territories (at current Prices and constant Prices) have
been givenintable 2.7 and 2.8 with a view to have a comparative
picture.
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SECTION Ill—Climate & Rainfall
(Tables 3.1 & 3.2)

A day receiving at least 2,5 mm of rainfall is treated as
one rainy day. Hence, it is possible that a month may have
some rainfall withoutany recognised rainy day.

SECTION V—Agriculture and Livestock.

Agriculture
(Table 5.4)

Production of Selected Crops is based on the final
forecast of the revenue authorities except those for which
crop cutting experiments were conducted on sample basis.

Agricultural Prices
(Table 5.7)

The producer’s price of selected commodities during
peak marketing period has been obtained by averaging the
prices from three rural markets of Delhi. viz.,, Narela,
Najafgarh and Mehrauli.The peak marketing period for most
of the commodities has been determined on the basis of the
report on “Indian Crop Calendar” issued by the Ministry of
Food & Agriculture. In case of a few commodities, however,
certain modification in the period have been made keeping in
view the local conditions.
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Veterinary Facilities
(Table 5.11)

Hospitals include the hospitals under Govt. of National
Capital Territory of Delhi. Municipal Corporation of Delhi,
New Delhi Municipal Council, Military. President’s Body
Gurad, Delhi Zoo, Animal Friends and S.P.C.A. Dispensaries
include dispensaries under Govt. of National Capital Territory
of Delhi & Municipal Corporation of Delhi.

SECTION VI—Industry Registered Factories (Table 6.2)

Under the Section 2m (i) of the Factories Act, 1948. Factories
employing 10 or more workers and using power, under
section 2m (ii) of the Act those employing 20 or more
workers but not using power are required to be registered. A
few other factories are also registered under section 85 of the
Act.
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Annual Survey of Industries
(Table 6.3)

The Government of India under the national Sample
Survey Programme conducts Annual Survey of Industries
covering the factories registered under Section 2m (i) and 2m
(ii) of the Factories Act, 1948 excluding the Defence
Establishments. In the Table the data of Census and Sample
Sector have been shown.

Index of Industrial Production
(Table 6.4)

The Index of Industrial production, covers only
organised industrial sector, comprising of factories registered
under Section 2(m) of the Indian Factories Act, 1948 and
functioning, within the Territory, because of the non-
availability of regular and reliable data for the unorganised
sector.

SECTION VII—Electricity
(Table 7.1 to 7.3)

Figures in these tables relate to both the installed capacity as
well as derated capacity of the Delhi Electric Supply
Undertaking. The derated capacity is arrived at after taking
into consideration the wear and tear of the plant &
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machinery. Number of Consumers of Electricity under
irrigationincluded in industrial (LT) table No. 7.3.

SECTION Xlll—Labour & Employment
(Table 13.1t0 13.4)

Under the Employment Market Information (EMI)
Programme, the Directorate of Employment collects on
quarterly basis information on employment from the entire
public sector and non-agricultural establishments employing
10 or more persons in private Sector.

Table 13.2 has been aimed to present educational
standards of the applicants on the live register. Table 13.4
aims to present important information regarding the
employment seekers from Scheduled Castes/Scheduled
Tribes and physically handicapped persons.

On the basis of the Working Class Family Income and
Expenditure Survey (WCFI & ES) conducted during January
to December 2016 the current index for Delhi centre with
base 2016=100 is being compiled by Labour Bureau, Shimla.

The indices with base 2001=100, 1982=100, 1960=100,

1949=100 and 1939=100 have been estimated utilizing the
linking factors.

SECTION XXI—Economic Census
Economic Census— 2013 (Agricultural Activities & Non
Agricultural Activities) (Table 21)
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General concepts and definitions used are given below :—

1.

Establishment :—An establishment is a unit or an
economic entity situated in a single location in which
predominantly one kind of economic activity is carried
out such that at least a part of the goods and /or
services produced by the unitis sold.

Agricultural Establishment :—An agricultural
establishment is one engaged in production of
agriculture good (other than crop production &
plantation by the farmers or a group of farmers or any
agency), agricultural services, hunting, trapping &
game propagation, livestock production, forestry and
logging as well as fishing and aquaculture, where at
least some part of the production or services is sold out.

Non-Agricultural Establishment :—Establishments
engaged in activities other than agricultural activities
are termed as non- agricultural establishment.
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
