New Delhi: If thelatest statis-
tics on social consumption on
health is anything to go by,
peopleliving in the capital are
healthier than those residing
in other parts of the country.
According to the data for Ja-
nuary-June 2014, 48 out of
1,000 people fell ill in rural ar-
eas and 50 in urban areas in
Delhi. This is much lower
than the national average of
89 for rural and 118 for urban
areas.

Deputy CM Manish Siso-
dia said the comparative fig-
ure in urban areas of Punjab
was 170, Haryana 75, Hima-
chal Pradesh 51, Jammu and
Kashmir 41, Rajasthan 83, Ut-
tar Pradesh9land Gujarat103.

The report brought out by
the directorate of economics
andstatisticsof the Delhigov-
ernmentisbased on theresult
of the National Sample Sur-
vey 71st round on health and
morbidity.

In rural Delhi, sharp drop
in patient admissions in
govt hospitals: Survey

A SURVEY that loolked into the
pattern of hospital admissions in
Delhi found that infections, in-
cluding all types of fevers, ac-
counted for as many as 38 per
cent of cases that needed hospi-
talisation.

Injuries, including those sus-
tained in road traffic accidents,
came a distant second, account-
ing for nearly 14 per cent of total
admissions, Musculoskeletal
problems or joint diseases, which
comprised 12 per cent of total
hospital admissions, wasin third
place.

These figures were part of the
latest survey on ‘social consump-
tion’ on health, released by
Deputy Chief Minister Manish
Sisodia Thursday. The report on
the survey’'s findings was pre-
sented by the Delhi govern-
ment's Directorate of Economics
and Statistics, and was based on
theresult of the National Sample
Survey's 71st round on health
and morbidity, carried out be-
tween January and June 2014.

The survey also found that
admissions in government hos-
pitals in rural areas decreased
from46.4 per centduring thelast
survey, conducted in 2004, to
18.06 per cent in 2014,

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Admissions in government hos-
pitals decreased despite adropin
costs — from Rs 14,477 in NSS0's
2014 survey to Rs 2,615 in 2014,

Sisodia pointed out that the
rate of hospitalisation, including
for child birth, per thousand pop-
ulation was 41 in urban Delhi.
“This is lower than the national
average of 49, thereby indicating
relatively better health profile in
urban Delhi,” he said.
Cardiovascular diseases com-
prised a little over 6 per cent of
hospital admissions, while respi-
ratory diseases accounted for
4.67 per cent.

Psychiatric and neurological
diseases also contributed signif-
icantly to hospital admissions,
accounting for nearly 4.7 per cent
of them.

In rural areas of the capital,
only 26.7 per cent patients re-
ceived treatment in out-patient
departments. The percentage of
admission in government hospi-
tals was evenlower inrural areas
— alittle over 18 per cent — while
the national average of such ad-
mission is 41.9 per cent.

Compared to this, the cost of
treatment in private hospitals in
rural areas has spiked from Rs
22,3751toRs 37,692. Government
hospital admissions dipped in
urban areas as well — though not
as drastically — from 58.8 per
cent to 51.39 per cent.

The report brought out by
the Directorate of Econom-
ics and Statistics of Delhi
Government based on the
result of National Sample
Survey Tlst Round on
Health and Morbidity points
out that the proportion of
ailing persons (PAP) was
found to be the highest
among age groups 60 plus
followed by persons falling
in the age group 45-59 years.

At a time when an estimat-
ed 48 people fell ill in rural
areas and 50 in urban per
thousand people in the
national Capital during Jan-

uary-June, 2014, the com-
parative figures of per thou-
sand people falling ill in
urban areas of many other
states show the trend with

Punjab-170, Harvana-T75,
Himachal Pradesh-51,
Rajasthan-83, Uttar

Pradesh-91 and Gujarat-103
while that of Jammu &
Kashmir stood at 41.

NEW DELHI: Delhi’s rural popu-
lation spends more money
on hospitalisation than their
urhan counterparts, shows data
released by the Delhi government
on Thursday.

On an average, Delhiites
spend around 22,286 tor every
hospitalisation, according to
the data cited in the study Social
Consumption on Health in Delhi.

The data said peaple in rural
areas spend more — around
31,358 — as compared to peo-
ple living in urban areas who
spend R 21,644 for every hospi-
talisation.

This amount includes doe-
tors’ fees, bed charges, cost of
medicines and diagnostic tests
and other material and services
needed at the hospital.

If the cost of conveyance
and other non-medical needs —
such as food — is added, the total
comes up to 324,952 for people
living in urban areas and 234,037
for people living in rural areas,
the report showed.

“The average expenditure
incurred for treatment per hos-
pitalized case, excluding child
birth, has been estimaled al
324,952 in urban areas of Delhi as
against an average of 26,455 in
other states of India. Theaverage

(NSS), also showed that 48 in
every 1.000 person living in rural
area and 50 in urban areas suf-
fered from somekind of ailment.

In Delhi, oul of lotal ailing
persons, about 9.86% persons
opted for alternative AYUSH -
Ayurveda, Yoga, Unani, Siddha
and Homeopalhy — lrealment.

The data collection for the T1st
NSS round was done between
January anddJune 2014.
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
